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Northern Light: Variations on a Theme

More than two dozen works created by northern New Hampshire artists will be featured in Northern Light: Variations on a Theme, a juried exhibit in the Johnson Sisters Library at AVA Gallery in Lebanon, NH. The show opens with a reception from 5 to 7 p.m. on Friday, April 9, and runs through May 8. This is the first time Johnson Sisters Library, located on the second floor of AVA’s 11 Bank Street building, will be transformed into an exhibition space; more exhibitions are scheduled to take place there throughout the year.

The Northern Light exhibit is a joint collaboration of the Arts Alliance of Northern New Hampshire, AVA, Camerata New England (formerly the Hanover Chamber Orchestra), and the Gallery at the Old Mill Studio, Whitefield, NH. It was developed in conjunction with two concerts by the Camerata New England chamber ensemble, featuring Russian music that includes Anton Arensky’s “Variations on a Theme by Tchaikovsky,” to be performed on Friday, April 23, at 7:30 p.m. at the Lebanon Opera House, and on Saturday, April 24, at 7 p.m. at Trinity United Methodist Church in Colebrook, NH.

“We are delighted by this opportunity to send art representing our region to another part of the state,” says Sue Gradual of the Old Mill Studio. “It's a significant chance to show others the great talent flourishing in northern New Hampshire." 

The show includes pieces by 28 artists from Columbia to Campton to the Mount Washington Valley. Littleton-area artists featured in the juried show include: Michele Avery of North Haverhill; Rhonda Besaw of Whitefield, Denise Crowley of Twin Mountain; Jeannette Fournier and Kate Renner of Bethlehem; Kristine Lingle and Dianne Taylor Moore of Littleton, Ron Lippard of Lisbon, Sarah Warren of Jefferson; and Paula Wolcott of Sugar Hill. Works in oils, pastels, acrylics, pen and ink, and watercolor, as well as photographs, jewelry, a beaded bag, and a kaleidoscope, are included in the exhibit. Sarah Chaffee of the McGowan Fine Art Gallery in Concord was the juror for the show. 

At the conclusion of the exhibit at AVA, the show will continue at the Fiddleheads gallery in Colebrook, NH from May 15-June 5, with an opening reception on Friday, May 14, from 5-8. 

AVA Gallery and Art Center/Alliance for the Visual Arts is a non-profit organization representing Vermont and New Hampshire artists.  Located at 11 Bank Street right off Colburn Park in Lebanon, NH, the gallery is open Tuesday through Saturday from 11AM to 5PM and by appointment; closed on Sundays and Mondays.
